We cannot accept or store illustrations that include personal data of third parties. Please submit only
images in a completely anonymous form, free of all personal data.

» Text and tables: MS Word (*.doc, *.docx)

» Figures: Each figure as a separate image file (*.jpg, *.tif, *.png); MS Word and PowerPoint can also be
used for drawings and graphics. Minimum resolution: 300 dpi with a width of 8.5 cm (1000 pixel
width)

* Videos: Preferred file format *.mp4, *.avi or *.mov; file size maximum 5 MB per video

* Audio files: Preferred file format *.wav

» Boxes: Please always provide a title
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Please clarify whether your study requires the advice or approval of an ethics committee and | or a
government authority.

* For all studies involving persons, the author must, if applicable, have a positive vote of the relevant
regional or institutional ethics committee and | or a government authority. In the absence of a vote,
such as in the case of retrospective studies, this shall be explained in a statement to the editor. In such
cases, the corresponding author must confirm compliance with the current version of the Declaration
of Helsinki. Both are to be specified in the “Methods” part of the article.

* For clinical trials, please add the Clinical Trial Registration Number (e.g. ClinicalTrials.gov or ISRCTN
Reqistry) in the manuscript.

* Patient names, initials or file numbers may only be used with the written permission of the patient
(please pay attention to illustrations). You can obtain the corresponding form from your contact
person in our publishing house or online in our authors’ lounge.

* In experiments with animals, all applicable provisions of animal welfare must be observed. This must
be confirmed in the “Methods” part of the article.
